ANAPHYLAXIS  
 

Anaphylaxis is a severe allergic reaction to a 

substance, most commonly nuts, egg, milk, 

wheat, soy, seafood, some insect stings and 

medications. 

Anaphylaxis can be life threatening, but with 

proper management and prevention strategies in 

place, the risks can be substantially reduced. 

Some symptoms of anaphylaxis include swelling 

of the lips, face and eyes, difficulty breathing, 

abdominal pain and/or vomiting, and loss of 

consciousness. 

Our school is caring for children at risk of 

anaphylaxis, and because of this we exclude these 

foods from our school: 

¶ Peanut Butter 

¶ Nut muesli bars 

¶ Any packet nuts 

¶ Any foods that contain nut products. 

  

As mentioned above, the consequences of these 

food substances being in the school grounds, even 

with indirect contact, can be very severe.
