Mr 

Beekhof, Mr Dwyer, Mrs McLaren and I attended an extremely informative day in Geelong yesterday with internationally renowned 

educator and Ideas Lab CEO Mr Bruce Dixon, learning about the successful implementation of Netbooks into our schools.   The 

Netbooks have been scheduled to arrive around February 23rd and a Parent Staff Student  Information and sharing session will be 

conducted soon after this date.  This is new ground for Australia and we are delighted and reassured to be working with the DEECD 

on this thoroughly researched and progressive initiative. The machines are designed specifically for children – robust, programmed 

for children and affordable.  Students in year 5 and 6 will be allocated their own machine for use during the year.  The School 

Council will be finalising the roll out details at the School Council meeting next week.  Students will be able to take them home and 

use them for both their home life activities and school work.  The implementation will be thoughtful and carefully planned and we 

will ensure that every opportunity will be provided for us to learn together. Technology is a tool to assist us in our everyday life, its 

full potential will only be reached through great teachers and their educational wisdom.  

Thank you to Steve Malone and his team of willing helpers, who this week prepared the foundations for the ‘Spida’ play equipment .  

This is the first of many exciting play ground developments to be completed in 2009.
