Dear Parents, Friends and Guardians,

Term one is drawing to a close and what a fantastic start to the year we have all experienced. It is wonderful to see our
new preps enjoying school and settling into school routines comfortably and quickly. No doubt our fabulous Year 6
Buddies, our small classes of 16 and our dedicated Prep /1 teaching team have all contributed to such a positive start.
The Building Education Revolution is a Federal Government funding initiative to bolster our economy through
creating employment in the building/construction industry. PFCS is eligible to apply for funding and the amount is
related to enrolments and must be used for particular projects. The National Pride Grant is available to all state schools
and our grant is for $125,000. PFCS will be using the funding to complete the resurfacing of hard areas around the
school, maintenance to the undercover area and to complete the front entrance and pathways. The second funding
opportunity is not available to all schools and is for the building of multi-purpose buildings and libraries. PFCS has
submitted a proposal for a multipurpose science and environmental learning space, kitchen /dining area and a large,
open, shared learning space. The value of this grant is two million dollars and we are eagerly awaiting the final
decision. If we are successful in obtaining this grant, building will take place immediately in a location not currently
accessible to our students and will not disrupt our teaching and learning or play areas. This is truly an amazing
opportunity and a special thank you to the staff and School Council for assisting me in getting the submission together
in such a short time frame. Templates of the designs will be on the office noticeboard next week.

Moyne Health Services We are delighted to have Alison McLindin from Moyne Health Services working with us this
year implementing two specialist programs to students in years 5/ 6 and years 2/3. During late term two Alison will be
conducting a series of Drug Education sessions with the year 5 /6 students. These sessions will utilise the Department
of Education Drug Education framework and policies. For students in year 2/ 3, Alison will be conducting the
Protective Behaviours Program in term three. This program has a proven record as an effective, preventative safety
program for children of all ages. The Protective Behaviours themes are "we all have the right to feel safe all the time"
and "nothing is so awful that we can't talk about it with someone.” More detailed information will be forwarded to
families well before the programs begin.

End of Term: Term one ends next Friday April 3 and there will be an early finishing time of 2.30pm. As Easter is
during the school vacation students may be given an Easter treat at school. At PFCS we have students with
Anaphylaxis and therefore if students are given an Easter treat this will be at the end of the school day and they are not
to be eaten in the school grounds. Our school is to be a safe place for everyone.

Grounds Update: Simon Bones has the team from Hearn’s Builders underway with the building of the retaining wall
for the ‘astro’ basketball and netball court. Earth moving will also be conducted on the northern side of the school ready
for the ‘turf’ to be rolled out in coming days. The students will be sad to farewell the ‘giant sandpit’, but we look
forward to the completion of these areas. There will be changes to the play areas over the next week to ensure
everybody can play and work in a safe environment.
