HEAD LICE

Headlice have been around for thousands of years and whilst
they are often an annoying problem they pose no health risk.
The treatment can be tedious and time consuming but the only
way to deal with the problem is to be vigilant in checking
your child’s hair for signs of lice and following with thorough
treatment.

Many parents are under the misconception that lice can
actually fly. This is not the case, the only means of
transmission from one student to another is by head to head
contact. Lice are actually wingless and cannot fly nor jump.
It is very important that hair be tied back and that children be
encouraged not to make head to head contact where possible,
plaits are particularly good as they are much more difficult for
lice to negotiate.

If you find live lice please treat appropriately. Your chemist
or hairdresser will be able to advise treatment. Chemical
treatment should be tested as some children will have
allergies to such products. It is also possible that some
treatments will not work on your child, so a treatment with a
different active ingredient should be tried. Your pharmacist
can advise you on this. There are natural alternatives which
some families choose to use.

Even after treatment it is imperative that ALL eggs be
removed. No treatment will kill all live lice and eggs,
therefore often the only way to remove remaining eggs is to
physically remove them with fingernails. This isa
particularly time consuming job but is really the only way to
ensure that the problem is eradicated.

Parents often become frustrated that their children are being
reinfected by other children in their class. If you could take a
moment to check your child regularly and treat appropriately
we should be able to break the cycle.

We would also ask that parents advise the office of any
treatment your child has undergone, this allows us to keep
track of classes which may have an ongoing problem.
