Dear  Parents and Guardians, 

 

Tomorrow Friday June 12
th

 is a Department of Education and Early Childhood Development (DEECD) gazetted Pupil Free 

Day for Report Writing.  This is a state wide pupil free day and there will be no school or Out of School Hours Care tomorrow.   

The office will also be closed due to non teaching staff attending professional development programs in Warrnambool.    

Teachers are currently writing Student Mid Year Reports and we look forward to the opportunity of sharing your child‟s progress 

with you.  As the Parent Teacher Interviews were earlier in the term, the reports will not be accompanied with an interview this year.  

Teachers may request an interview with you at report time if there is new information not discussed previously.  Likewise if upon 

reading the report you would like to see teachers, then please contact the school to make an appropriate time next term.  Student 

reports will be completed and handed to children on the last day of term.  This year there has been an update of the Student Report 

folder which will provide a sturdy home for the reports from prep through to year 6.   We would like the reports returned to school at 

the beginning of term 3 in the returnable envelope provided.     

 

Head Lice:  Over recent weeks there have been a number of cases of Head Lice across the school.  It is our aim to tackle this 

problem in a manner that is both effective and sensitive to our families.  Currently we have one trained and dedicated parent 

checking our students weekly.   Our weekly checks are having an impact with a number of Home Groups having no incidences of 

Head Lice or eggs.  Thank  you to everyone for their diligence in assisting to eradicate these little beasts. 

 ‘Ready Steady Prep!’   A special night for families with children beginning prep in 2010 will be held on Tuesday June 23 from 7 -

8.00pm.  The evening will include guest speaker, Educational Child Psychologist Jon Clegg, an overview of one day in the life of a 

prep student and a panel for current parents in Q and A activity.   There will be child minding in the School Hall along with a soup 

and fruit dinner.
