Dear Parents and Friends, 
 

This week the Performing Arts program began for term 3 and everyone is delighted to have Anna Lee Robertson, a world 
renowned singer and once upon a time Port Fairy local, conduct the inspiring voice sessions with all Home Groups and choirs.  
Anna Lee will be conducting these sessions on Monday and Tuesday mornings for the next six weeks. If you are in the school 
during these times, please call into the library and observe Anna Lee, students and teachers in full voice.  

 
Netbook Trial Evaluation: The Year 5 Netbook trial is now well into the implementation phase and by now most of the technical 
matters have been resolved due to the excellent communication and work of the year 5/6 students and staff and the technical 
support provided by Rob.Gatt and Dale Hyder.  It is now the intention of the Netbooks Evaluation Project, led by Professor Patrick 
Griffin from The University of Melbourne, to obtain baseline measures of Literacy and Numeracy with all students involved in the 
Netbook project.  It is planned to gather the data, using a series of online tests, during the period of August 10th to August 31st.  In 
addition to the student assessment, a series of short 10 to 15 minute questionnaires will be administered, also online, for students, 
teachers and school principals. In addition to the data collected by the University of Melbourne, we will be collecting data from our 
year 5/6 families on the impact of the Netbook project. 

 
Port Fairy Winter Weekends: This weekend is the Food and Wine Winter Weekend. PFCS students will be conducting a food stall 
on the Village Green, Saturday from 8am, to share our culinary skills developed through the Stephanie Alexander Kitchen Garden 
Project.   A team of volunteer senior students under the direction of Ms Kirsty Marwood will prepare for the stall on Friday in a special 
cook off. Another group of year 4, 5 and 6 students have volunteered to be Port Fairy Ambassadors on Saturday.  These students 
attended a briefing session yesterday with Marg Leutton, organiser of the Winter Weekends and they are ready to welcome and direct 
people to the many events on the Winter Weekend calendar.   

 
REACT:  Jack Conlan, Vincent McLindin, Fran Sutherland, Oscar Petti and Ms Peita Crier attended the first of three REACT 
Workshops in Warrnambool on Monday.  The aim of REACT is for professional movie makers to teach a core group of students and a 
teacher the skills of professional movie making so they can return to their schools to teach others and to create a movie.   All school 
across our Warrnambool Network are involved and the movies will be screened at a red carpet Movie Premiere in Warrnambool later 
in the year. 

 
Protective Behaviours:  Students in year 2/3 have completed the Protective Behaviours program this week. The program is world 
renowned and is aimed at developing in our children, strategies and knowledge of how to keep themselves personally safe.  A special 
thank you to Alison  McLindin from Moyne Health Services  who conducted the program.
