Dear Parents and Friends  
 
School Camping Survey  Earlier in the term all parents were given a School Camps survey to complete.  The response 
was tremendous with 91 families completing the survey, many with additional comments and constructive feedback.  
From the feedback we have a clear mandate to continue the camping program with minimal changes. It was apparent 
from the comments that parents greatly appreciate and value the camping program.  The preferred option was Option 
3. Option 3 was the prep, 1 and 2 program staying the same, with the prep afternoon tea, year one stay at school for 
dinner and the year 2 sleepover at school. The Year 3/4 – alternate years Adventure Camp and Regional Camp and the 
Year 5/6 alternating years Canberra and Adventure Camp. An annual camping plan will be sent out at the beginning of 
each year with dates, costs and alternate methods of payments.  These programs are an integral part of the curriculum 
and we would be delighted if every child can attend. 
Year 3 /4  Camp ς  Information regarding the Year 3 /4 camp to Corriemungle is being sent home this week.  There will 
be opportunities for parents to assist with this camp and you can register your interest on the bottom of the 
Permission Form.  Camps are fantastic experiences both educationally and socially for our students and if there are any 
reasons why you feel your child might not attend, please contact me to have a chat.   
Active After School Care ς  Over recent terms the numbers for Active After School Care have  been dropping which is a 
concern as our funding agreement is for thirty students to attend the two sessions  a week.  In order to retain the 
Federal Government funding for this free program we need your support.   This term we trialled the lunchtime running 
club to compliment the afterschool netball and to boost numbers.   Please consider Active After School Care as an 
active option for your children in term 4.  
Uniform ς PFCS has a great school uniform and thank you to our parents who ensure their children are wearing it with 
pride.  Recently, there have been a number of students wearing jewellery, make up and painted nails, which is not in 
line with our School Uniform Policy.  Please reinforce with your children that at school it is not safe to wear jewellery 
and dangling earrings, and that makeup and painted nails are not suitable for school.
