Student Engagement Policy – All government schools are to develop a revised Student Engagement Policy by the end 
of 2010. The Student Engagement Policy is to be developed under the guidelines established by the Department of 
Education & early Childhood Development (DEECD) and in consultation with representatives from the school 
community.  The DEECD is defining Student Engagement as three interrelated components: behavioural engagement 
(students’ participation in education), emotional engagement, (students’ emotional reactions in the classroom and in 
the school) and cognitive engagement (students willingness to be involved in learning). Parents will be asked to 
complete a brief survey on their expectations regarding Student Engagement.  This feedback, together with the data 
from the DEECD Parent Opinion Survey which is sent to randomly selected parents in August, will assist staff in 
developing a policy that reflects our school community. 
Head Lice – Head Lice Checks are conducted weekly and all was going reasonably well until this week.  There were a 
large number of students identified with Head Lice today.   If you do receive notification of Head Lice, could you please 
make sure your child’s hair is treated.   If you require support in the treatment of Head Lice, please contact the school 
as we do have a small supply of treatment and Information Brochures. 
Western District Principal Visit to DEECD: Thursday and Friday of this week Principals from across the Western District 
will be meeting with staff from the Deputy Secretary Office Department of Education and Early Childhood 
Development.  The visit will provide Principals with current information concerning a wide variety of areas including 
Human Resources, Netbook Trial, E5 Instructional Teaching Model and the latest initiative in School Leadership, The 
Bastow Institute of Educational Leadership. 
Year Six Graduation Day- A letter will be going home shortly to parents of year six students requesting assistance with 
the year 6 luncheon on Thursday November 17th.  Nita Blackwood and Jenny McCarthy are coordinating this event and 
they will be very appreciative of assistance.  The year 6 luncheon is a unique PFCS tradition where the year 6 parents 
organise the luncheon for year 6 students and staff.   
H1N1 Immunisations – The Port Fairy Medical Clinic is conducting immunisations in the PFCS Hall tonight from 7pm for 
the general public.

Experience a Classroom – The preps for 2010 have been attending school over the past two weeks as part of the 
Orientation Program.   It is wonderful to see our students welcome the new preps with open arms and assist them in 
their activities. 
Anaphylaxis Training – Last night 18 staff members from PFCS attended a three hour anaphylaxis training session.  All 
staff are now re-accredited in this important component of first aid.  Please remember PFCS is a “Nut Free School”.
