Parent Opinion Survey:  Each year the Department of Education and Early Childhood Development survey 40 randomly selected 
parents about all aspects of school life.  The results from the survey arrived this week and were extremely positive.  Student 
Reporting was an area that was lower than we would have liked and this will be reviewed in 2010.  Unfortunately the current 
Student Report format is mandated by the Department of Education and leaves little scope for change.   
Student Engagement Policy ς All government schools are to develop a revised Student Engagement Policy by the end of 2010. The 
Student Engagement Policy is to be developed under the guidelines established by the Department of Education & Early Childhood 
Development (DEECD) and in consultation with representatives from the school community.  The DEECD is defining Student

This feedback, together with the data from the DEECD Parent Opinion Survey which is sent to randomly selected parents in August, 
will assist staff in developing a policy that reflects our school community. 
Sue Stevens is on extended sick leave and is currently in the Warrnambool Hospital.  Sue will not be returning to PFCS this term. 
Sue will be greatly missed as she works tirelessly with our Reading Recovery students.  Jenelle Baulch will be taking on the Reading 
Recovery role for the remainder of the term.  A special thank you to our Parent Volunteer -Andrea McGifford, for assisting with the 
current Book Club order. 
New Building – Environmental Centre  and Community Kitchen :  The tenders for our new building have been given to three local 
builders and they are due in three weeks.  This is a positive move as the inaction regarding this project had been concerning.   
Support Services: Child Psychologist Kath Lewis is currently working in our school on a needs basis with families and students.  It is 
excellent that Kath has agreed to come to us, rather than our families having to travel to Warrnambool.  Moyne Health Services has 
employed a Social Worker who is available for families on a weekly basis.  Moyne staff are encouraging families to utilise this 
service and appointments can be made by contacting Moyne Health Services.  
Maths Professional Development: All teaching staff attended a Maths Professional Development evening at Warrnambool East 
Primary School on Wednesday night.  These meetings provide great networking opportunities along with information, sharing and 
reflection.
