  Dear Parents and Friends, 
Yesterday PFCS acknowledged Remembrance Day with representations at both the War Memorial and a school gathering in the 
courtyard, where we observed a minutes silence and played the Last Post.  A small group of year 6 students made wreaths and 
the Ambassadors laid these at the monument beside the highway.  The students’ attendance at the monument was greatly 
appreciated by the Port Fairy diggers. 
“Shrewd Brass” performed for our school this morning and the performance was engaging for all.  Students have been learning 
the songs over recent weeks, so audience participation was maximised.  Thank you to Linda Beekhof and Cathy Barling for the 
inspiration and for providing the resources to Home group teachers.
